Public Input
1. Diversion of FP09 away from private property

Three Members of the public were urging the diversion of the Right of Way and deploring the 
apparent changing of mind by Stockton BC over six years. The Council re-iterated its support for 
the residents and agreed to put a formal question to Stockton BC about their plans for the area.
2. Former Railway Land at Beechwood Road

Members sympathised with the resident complaining about the gating and fencing of the access to 
the former ramp leading across the railway line. The Clerk reported that the land had been sold 
back to the original owners in May 2016 once the access was no longer needed.
3. Former Railway land at the rear of Beechwood Road

Members also sympathised with the resident complaining about the state of much of the land sold 
to residents over the years. It was agreed that a letter could be sent to owners of the land, if 
they could be determined, asking that the land be kept in a better state of maintenance.
